What's in the kits? 

Created for students in grades 4-8, the kits provide Nebraska youth a better understanding of immigrant cultures and their rich traditions in our state. All kits have a teacher's manual with twelve or more lesson plans, numerous masters for handouts, a packet of at least thirty laminated 8 1/2 x 11 images, traditional clothing items in smaller and larger sizes, storybooks, videos, DVDs, CDs of traditional music, tapes and transcripts of local interviews, one or more flags, maps and many cultural objects.

What are a few of the “cultural objects” in each kit? 

· The Mexican American kit has a sombrero, “papel picado" banners, and a traditional moIcajete and tejolote (mortar and pestle) used by Mexican cooks to grind chilies and spices. 

· The Germans from Russia kit has a wooden Russian nesting doll, a sample of "Turkey Red" wheat, and playing pieces for a traditional game.
· The Swedish kit has painted wooden Dala horses, straw decorations, and dolls in traditional dress. 

· The Vietnamese kit has miniature hats and baskets, chopsticks, and games.

· The Irish kit has a shamrock cookie cutter, decorations, and a leprechaun doll. 

· The Iraqi kit has a home decoration with verses from the Koran, traditional Kurdish and Arabic clothing, and road maps.
· The Sudanese kit has clothing and objects from both Northern and Southern Sudan. 
All kit contents are packed in a durable, wheeled toolbox.

Kits are reserved on a first-come, first served basis.
